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Imagine if instead of 10% of the people doing 80%
of the work, we had 80% of the people doing 130% of the
work more efficiently.

I am imagining and praying that this flock of mine
will fully know what is theirs as individual believers and as
a fellowship.

I am imagining and praying that I’ll see many of
you free of your past and boldly charging into the future
2008 will bring. It really is possible.

Okay, now, I also want to talk about some of the
things coming in 2008.

First, the, ‘the price is somewhere between ‘ouch’
and ‘oohh’ items:

We have an opportunity for expansion. The prop-
erty next store is going to be for sale soon.

partially covered patio, and classroom size classrooms on
the second floor. And maybe, just maybe, selfishly offices
that are from the ground up offices. But this will cost more
than the land expansion.

Now let’s move on to the less inexpensive items:
the Operator’s Apprentices will be finishing soon. So we
are forming a committee that would get a vision of what is
needed to finish the landscaping and be ready to get it done
in the early spring. Dave Tustin has already agreed to
coordinate it.

We have a great opportunity for growth for all who
take part in the Tver Outreach in August. Maybe you can’t
go, but you can sponsor all or part of a traveling
missionary’s expenses. Maybe you can know the joy of
prayer. Maybe you can help one of the travelers get
information back so we all can be updated real-time.

We have a great opportunity in 2009 for a group of
us to go on a ‘Pilgrimage’ together to Israel. But the
commitment is going to have to happen this year. I am
excitedly awaiting the ‘plan’ from David and Lundi Thom-
as.

AWANA is half over for this year, but the blessings
available are still equal to what all the others who have
been involved from the building will receive. There is a
Bible passage about that.

contagious! Imagine this year could be better than last
and last year was one of our best ever. The one thing it
had for it greater than any other was a spirit of Spiritual
Unity.
